LOCATION:
Tokay High School, 1111 W. Century Blvd, (corner of Century Blvd. & Ham Lane, Lodi). From Highway 99-  Exit at Kettleman Lane (Hwy 12), take Kettleman Lane west 2 miles to Ham  Lane, left on Ham Lane, 2 blocks. From I-5 - Exit Highway 12 east to Ham Lane, right on Ham Lane, 2 blocks.  Pool located directly east of tennis courts.  Parking on Tokay's campus is allowed only in the student parking lot.  Any cars parked on campus in other areas will be ticketed

FACILITIES:
Outdoor/heated 50 meter pool, eight lanes.  Warm up/warm-down lane available. The competition course has been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C(4) . The copy of such certification is on file.
TIMES:
Meet begins at 5:30 p.m. Friday and 8:30 a.m. Saturday & Sunday. Warm-ups begin no later than 4:30 p.m. on Friday and 7:00 a.m. on Saturday and Sunday.
PLEASE NOTE:  13 & over swimmers will begin at 8:30 a.m. with 12 & under swimmers will begin after the first 2 events on Saturday and Sunday. We will have a 5 lane course for the first 2 events on Saturday and Sunday, there will be 3 lanes for warm-up and one open buffer lane from 7:15 a.m. until the completion of the first two events.  

RULES:
Current U.S.A. Swimming/Sierra Nevada Swimming rules will govern meet.  All events are timed finals.  All swimmers may compete in five events per day.  The whistle start rule has now become mandatory and will be used.  The “no recall” false start rule will be used.


The water depth of the competition pool, measured in accordance with Article 202.3.6, is 

12 feet 
at the start end and 4 feet at the turn end. The water depth of the separate warm-
up lane,
measured in accordance with Article 202.3.6, is 12 feet, at the start end and 4 
feet, at the turn 
end. The minimum depth for racing starts during competition shall be 
four feet or more  As measured from 1 to 5 meters from the end wall. If the depth is less 
than four feet starts must be made in the water. A swimmer must be certified to do racing 
starts by the team coach or he/she will not be allowed to perform racing starts at the meet.

ELIGIBILITY:
All swimmers must have a current Registration card and must enter the number on their entry form.  Swimmers who enter as “PENDING” or “APPLIED FOR” must be prepared to present their current registration card before being allowed to check-in unless the Meet Director determines that they are validly pending.

CHECK-IN:
The meet will be deck seeded.  Swimmers must check in for the FIRST FOUR events by 5:00 p.m. on Friday.  Swimmers must check in for the FIRST FOUR EVENTS  by 8:00 a.m. on Saturday and Sunday.  Swimmers need to check in a half hour before all other events.

ENTRIES:
Entries must be on a S.A.M.M.S. consolidated card or facsimiles (use or copy the enclosed sample).  If the cap is not exceeded, deck entries will be accepted.  If necessary, the LSC scratch down rule will be implemented.  Due to space and time limitations, the meet will be capped at 300 swimmers.

Entries must be postmarked by midnight, May24th, 2010, or hand delivered by Thursday, May 27th, 2010 to 783 Palm Avenue, Lodi, CA  95240.

Swimmers will be refunded if it is necessary to enforce scratch down rule.

You may enter this meet online or by mail.  Enter at: https://ome.swimconnection.com/ome/meets to receive an immediate entry confirmation.  This method requires payment by credit card.  Swim Connection LLC charges a processing fee for this service, equal to $1 per swimmer plus 5% times the amount of the Entry Fees.  Please note that the processing fee is a separate fee from the Entry Fees.  If you do not wish to pay the processing fee, enter the meet using a mail entry.  Entering online is a convenience, is completely voluntary, and is in no way required or expected of a swimmer.
ENTRY FEES:
$3.00 per event for all entries (includes $0.50 to Sierra Nevada General Account, $0.50 to Sierra Nevada Age Group Travel and $0.25 to Sierra Nevada Senior Travel Fund), $5.00 per swimmer pool charge. . If the cap has not been reached, deck entries wll be accepted for $3.50 per event, plus a pool charge of $5.00.  Make check payable to Lodi City Swim Club and mail to:

One half-hour before the scheduled start of each session, the meet referee shall conduct an inventory of officials, and shall compare the number of entries against the number of officials present representing each team. Those teams who have not provided sufficient officials shall have all their swimmers treated as “time-only swimmers” in all aspects of that session.

RESTRICTIONS: Smoking is not allowed on any Lodi Unified School District facility.  Anyone desiring to smoke must go off campus to do so.  Consumption of alcoholic beverages is also prohibited in areas adjacent to the pool  (on the deck, in bleachers, dressing rooms and swimmer rest areas.
