Friday Afternoon Session: Begins at 5:00pm Warm-ups from 4:00 — 4:45pm Morning Session:
begins at 8:30am each day. Warm-ups from 7:00— 8:15 am. Afternoon Session: begins no earlier
than 12:00 each day. Warm-ups for the afternoon session will begin immediately after the morning
session concludes.

Current USA and Pacific Swimming rules will govern the meet. Pacific Swimming warm-up
procedures will bein effect and posted at the Clerk-of-Course. All events are timed finals. All
swimmers ages 12 and under should complete competition within four hours. Swimmer s may
competein 2 individual events on Friday and up to 5individual events on Saturday and
Sunday but cannot exceed 10 eventsfor the meet. Swimmers entered in the 500 free and the
1000 free must supply their own counters and timers. The 500 free and the 1000 free will be
swum slowest to fastest. All coaches and deck officials must wear their USA-S membership cards
in avisible manner. Each swimmer must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member
coach during warm-up, competition, and warm-down. All coaches are required to signin at the
meet before the beginning of warm ups and present their 2010 registration card. Coacheslisted on
the “Expired” list or who have no card and do not show up on the “Registered” list will not be
permitted to coach their swimmers on the deck. The Meet Director or Meet Referee will assign the
affected swimmersto a certified coach. If necessary the Meet Referee with concurrence of the Meet
Director may require a scratch down to 3 events. An immediate refund will be made for any
mandatory scratches. The meet is limited to the first 300 swimmers entered in each session.

Glass containers of all kinds, sale and use of alcoholic beverages and tobacco products are
prohibited in all areas of the meet venue which includes the pool deck, locker rooms, spectator
seating, standing areas and in all areas used by swimmers, during the meet and during warm-up
periods. Use of cell phonesis prohibited in the locker rooms.

Swimmers must be current members of USA-S and enter their name and registration number on the
meet entry card as they are shown on their Registration Card. If thisis not done, it may be difficult
to match the swimmer with the registration and times database. The meet host must check all
swimmer registrations against the SWIMS database and if not found to be registered, the Meet
Director shall accept the registration at the meet (a $10 surcharge will be added to the regular
registration fee). Duplicate registrations will be refunded by mail.Entry times submitted for this
meet will be checked against a computer database and may be changed in accordance with
Pacific swimming Entry Time Verification Procedures. Swimmers over the age of 18 may
participate in 13-OVER events but will not receive awards or score points Disabled swimmersare
welcometo attend this meet and should contact the Meet Director or Meet Refereeregarding
special accommodations on entry times and seeding per Pacific Swimming palicy.
